Optional next step

As an optional extension task, students are asked to carry out their own 
research. They will need access to the internet for this. We have provided a list 
of key companies in the region for students to research (they only need to focus 
on one employer).
 
Students should visit the website of their chosen company and spend time 
finding out a bit more about them. They are then asked to answer the following 
three questions:

•  What is the purpose of the company (e.g. what they produce)?
•  How long has the company been based in our region?
•  What current vacancies are available?
